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Random Reflections Rev. Abhi Janamanchi

Easter is a festival that calls us to celebrate
the tenacious, improbable miracle of life.

The Nobel Prize winning Polish poet, Wiskawa Szymborska,
puts it beautifully:

“The commonplace miracle:
that so many ordinary miracles abound.
The usual miracles: unseen dogs barking in the dead of the night.
A miracle: just look around you! The inescapable earth.
An extra miracle, extra. . . yet ordinary:
The unthinkable can be thought.”

Everything is a miracle, she says. Furthermore, this miraculous, billion year uprising of life on
this earth shares its miraculous quality with amazing people like the son of Mary, who defied arbitrary
authority and tried to create a different society. He did this even though it cost him his precious life.
Yes, the unthinkable can be thought!

The miraculous, the improbability of a crocus in winter is no less marvelous than the uprisings of
Mahatma Gandhi, Martin Luther King, Vaclav Havel, or the Egyptian people; these are one with the
unlikely miracles of life itself.

The Greek word for “resurrection” is “Anastasias.” It means “to stand up and be counted in
your life.” So, to be resurrected means to take a justice-rooted stand and to live by that stand through-
out the days of our life. Jesus lived such a life before he died, not after it. So did Mahatma Gandhi and
Martin Luther King Jr. So did countless men and women throughout history.

They all lead resurrected lives now. Their honesty, their commitment to truth, to peace, to non-
violence, their ability to love their enemies, their sense of integrity, and in short, their entire lives, will
never disappear, even, I dare say, long after people no longer remember them by name.

This is what the Easter event signifies to us today. It means that the same commanding and
transforming power that was in Jesus, that helped him to be a new-being, can also be in us making us
servants of a Life that is larger than our own. It means that we too can be resurrected, again and again,
be born again, not simply at some future time or future life, but here and now. That’s the good news of
Easter.

Salvation is Created Dr. David Katz

Russian choral music, particularly from the 19th century, is stirring = 2
and impassioned.

Interestingly, I don’t think it gets the attention it deserves in the United States,
perhaps due, in part, to the language challenges, both to American performers and
audiences.

One of my favorite Russian choral pieces from the 19th century is Pavel
Chesnokov’s “Salvation is Created.”

Chesnokov's (1877-1944) quickly gained prominence as a fine choral composer. By the age of 30, he had
written roughly 400 sacred choral works. However, with the Russian Revolution in 1917 and the dawn of
communism, his sacred music aspirations had to be abandoned. He wrote another 100 secular choral
works before the church in which he had been choirmaster was destroyed by Joseph Stalin and his
communist regime in order to erect government buildings.

| Given the tenor of the times in which Chesnokov lived and what he must
. | have experienced as a man of obvious great faith, how ironic that

|| Chesnokov’s best known work in the United States is “Salvation is

|| Created.”

|| Certainly, Chesnokov could not find his salvation in Russia, torn asunder by political
dictates and moral turpitude in his own time. One could also logically conclude that
by eventually giving up composition all together, he had become disheartened at not
being able to express what was truly in his heart.

LERENEEN In many aspects, this may sound like a very sad story. However, as a
musician I can relate to what the composition of those pieces did for Chesnokov.
Even though he could no longer write what he wanted to write, he had created works which sustained
him through his life, even when his life became challenging.

To me, the concept of salvation, or being saved from what has become an impossible
situation, is the hope which sustains. For Chesnokov, that salvation involved a sacred, Christian
base. For some of us, this might make sense, while for others it may not. However, the idea of holding on
with the help of something we value can be applied to all of us.
Chesnokov’s beautiful creations sustained him even when he
could no longer compose the way he wanted to. It also
sustained his personal human dignity, even when that was
threatened by a brutal regime.

The communists could take all his worldly possessions *
and his rights from him, but they could not take his
faith, his beliefs, his convictions and the ideas and
music that he had already been permitted to compose
before the communists took over.

Music’s power of human expression is clear here. It was clear to Chesnokov's life and it is clear in mine.
I look forward to finding that human power of expression through salvation during our Building of a
Beloved Community in April.

April 10 Pushed Out: Immigration Reform in Florida Dr. Joyce Hamilton-Henry

SB 1070 was passed in Arizona to curtail illegal migration into the United States. This has
resulted in increased racial profiling, raids, incarceration and deportation of undocumented
immigrants. The service will address a similar trend in Florida and its impact on immigrants.
Dr. Joyce Hamilton-Henry is the Director of ACLU's Mid-Florida Regional Office in Tampa.
Hamilton-Henry, a native of Jamaica, holds a doctorate degree in social policy from Brandeis
University, and she earned her bachelor’s and master’s of Social Work degrees from the
University of Connecticut. She worked, for over 20 years, as an adjunct professor at the
University of Hartford and director of the Office of Multicultural Programs.

April 17 The Flower Communion: A Service For All Ages Rev. Abhi Janamanchi

The Flower Communion service was created by Norbert Capek (1870-1942), who founded the
Unitarian Church in the Czech Republic. The service involves the following: each person
brings a flower to the service; people leave their flowers in vases at the entrance. Early in the
service, the bouquets of flowers are carried in by children. Toward the end of the service, each
person comes forward and chooses a flower different from the one they brought.

The UUC Adult Chorale will present parts of the work MASS by Leonard
Bernstein today as part of a year long preparation to present more of the work in 2012.
Considered by some to be a work of genius by a genius while considered by others to be
offensive and vulgar, MASS is Bernstein's attempt to convey his desire for peace in a diverse
world. Musically, the piece is an amalgam of all that is Bernstein: classical, jazz and musical
theater.

Unitarian Universalists already have a group focused on educating and activating
UU congregations statewide in civic engagement for immigration, as well as other legislative
issues related to the UU Principles. In 2008, the Unitarian Universalists Legislative Ministry of
Florida (UULMF) aligned with organizations to oppose the Marriage Protection Amendment to
the Florida Constitution. In 2010, they supported the redistricting reform Fair Districts
Amendments 5 and 6 to end gerrymandering in Florida. These amendments passed statewide.
They are currently sponsoring a statewide speaking tour e

The UUA General Assembly will mark
the 50th anniversary of the
consolidation of the American Unitarian
Association and the Universalist Church
of America.

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(The actual date of the anniversary is May 15.)

Anniversary events at GA include the opening ceremony, featuring past UUA presidents and
international guests, a lecture on the past and future of Unitarian Universalism, a panel discussion
on UU social justice history, and a “New Epiphany Revival Show,” led by UU composer and
performer Nick Page.

There will also be uplifting worship services at GA. The Service of the Living Tradition
honors ministers who have been received into fellowship, religious education leaders, retired
ministers, and deceased ministers. The sermon will be delivered by my friend and colleague, the Rev.
Dr. Michael Schuler, who is the senior minister at the First Unitarian Society in Madison, WI.
Abhimanyu and other youth will be leading Synergy worship, an inspiring multigenerational service
of bridging and collaboration.

Another highlight of GA is the Ware Lecture. The lecture has been given every year since 1922
by a distinguished person selected by the UUA President in consultation with the GA planning
committee. This year's Ware lecturer is Karen Armstrong, one of the world’s leading commentators
on religious affairs and a best-selling author. Her early work focused on the monotheistic faiths of
Judaism, Christianity, and Islam, but she has since begun to explore the eastern religions.

(Previous Ware lecturers have included Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., UU poet Mary Oliver, UU
humorist Kurt Vonnegut, Elaine Pagels, Rashid Khalidi.)

Culturally, historically and theologically, the Unitarians and the Universalists had
their own separate identities and orientations. The consolidation of these two faiths
was a bold experiment. But what they held in common was a commitment
