Let’s consider the spiritually liberating trainigmgidelines developed at the time of the early sarighndia during and after the
death of Shakyamuni. Here’s a modern renditiorheft by the Viethamese Zen teacher Thich Nhat Hanh.

The Five Wonderful Precepts
Thich Nhat Hanh

1. Aware of the suffering caused by the destruactiblife, | vow to cultivate compassion and torleghe ways of protecting the
lives of people, animals and plants. | am deterchimet to kill, not to let others kill, and not teredone any act of killing in the
world, in my thinking, and in my way of life.

2. Aware of the suffering caused by exploitatioogial injustice, stealing and oppression, | vovetdtivate loving-kindness and
learn ways to work for the well-being of peopleinaais and plants. | vow to practice generosity bgrisng my time, energy, and
material resources with those who are in real neath determined not to steal and not to posseghiag that should belong to
others. | will respect the property of others, bwill do everything in my power to prevent othérem harming human beings or
other species.

3. Aware of the suffering caused by sexual miscefduvow to cultivate my responsibility and leanays to protect the safety
and integrity of individuals, couples, families asdciety. *I am determined not to engage in sexakdtions without love and
long-term commitment. To preserve the happineseysfelf and others, | am determined to respect mynaibments and the com-
mitments of others. | will do everything in my pawe protect children from sexual abuse and togmtofamilies from being bro-
ken by sexual misconduct.

4. Aware of suffering caused by unmindful speectl tre inability to listen to the suffering of otket vow to cultivate loving
speech and deep listening in order to bring joy laaygpiness to others and relieve others of thdfesng. Knowing that words
can create happiness or bring suffering, | vowetrit to speak truthfully, with words that can imepself confidence, joy and
hope. *I am determined not to spread news thatiatdknow to be certain, and not to criticize ondemn things | am not sure of.
| will refrain from uttering words that can causeision or discord, or that can cause the familyter community to break. | will
make every effort to reconcile and resolve all tiots, even small.

5. Aware of the suffering caused by unmindful canption, | vow to cultivate good health, both phgsiand mental, for myself,
my family, and my society by practicing mindful g, drinking, and consuming. | vow to ingest oitgms that preserve peace,
well-being and joy in my body, in my consciousnesyg] in the collective body and consciousness ofamjly and society.* | am
determined not to use alcohol or any other intaxisaor to ingest foods or other items that contakins, such as certain T.V.
programs, magazines, books, films and conversatibasn aware that to damage my body and my comstiess with these poi-
sons is to betray my ancestors, my parents, megoand future generations. | will work to tranmsfoviolence, fear, anger, and
confusion by practicing a diet for myself and focigty. | understand that a proper diet is crufdalself-transformation, and for
the transformation of society.
